George also proudly served as Supervisor for the town of
Broadalbin from 1996-97.

George was married to Joan Warren Walters for fifty-two years. Sadly, she
died January 18, 2009. In addition to his wife and parents, he was



predeceased by two brothers, Richard and Ronald Walters.
